Critique 1:

The navigation is clean and well organized on desktop with working links across the top including a functional "Advanced Coursework" dropdown that leads to real pages. That part is done well.
For Module 9, there is an audio player at the top of the page, but the source file isn't loading so it shows 0:00 and nothing plays when you hit the button. The player itself is there which shows the right idea, but the audio file path needs to be fixed. The Spotify link works as a backup at least. The contact form covers the Module 8 requirements well. All three fields are labeled and the layout is clean.

Two areas that need improvement though. The image in the Homework Assignments card is visibly blurry and low resolution. Module 3 covers using images properly on a webpage and a clearer image would make that section look a lot better. The bigger issue is mobile responsiveness. When viewed on an iPhone SE screen the hero text overflows massively and the layout completely breaks. Module 5 is specifically about designing for mobile devices using media queries and scalable units, so this is a significant gap that needs to be addressed.

Critique 2:

The Colombian restaurant theme is a creative and personal choice that gives the site a real sense of purpose. The navigation is well organized and the coursework chapters laid out in the dropdown are easy to find, which shows good structural thinking from Modules 5 and 6.
A few areas could use improvement though. The hero section has the "Bandeja Paisa" title sitting directly on top of the banner image which makes the text quite hard to read. Module 4 covers CSS styling and something like lowering the background image opacity or adding a semi-transparent overlay behind the text would let both the image and text come through clearly without competing with each other.
The contact section also has a large block of empty negative space that the form doesn't fill, which makes it look unfinished. Some CSS sizing and layout adjustments from Module 4 would help that section feel completer and more polished. There are a few typos throughout the page as well, like "devoloper" and "resturant," and the nav label reads "Advance_Work" with an underscore which looks out of place. Small things but they do affect how professional the page comes across overall.

The footer links like Careers and FAQs don't lead anywhere yet either, which is worth addressing since the later modules emphasize building out a fully functional and complete page.
Overall, the theme is genuinely strong and there is a solid foundation to build on.
